RUSSELL WOLFF
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Russell Wolff became executive vice president of ESPN International in November 2004 after having served as senior vice president. He has served as managing director since June 2002. Based out of ESPN International’s New York City headquarters, Wolff is fully responsible for all of ESPN’s international businesses in over 61 countries and territories across all seven continents, which include partial or whole ownership of 26 networks televised outside of the United States, a broad portfolio of leading online and mobile brands and services, and radio businesses in five countries. He also oversees a variety of ancillary international businesses including consumer products, broadband and syndication.
Among his accomplishments with ESPN, Wolff has been responsible for guiding ESPN’s digital expansion around the world, including the launch of mobile, online and streaming platforms, and for spearheading a project to establish ESPN’s first branded television network in Europe and the growth of networks in the rest of the EMEA region. As executive vice-president, Wolff has also been a key driver of ESPN’s continued growth and leadership in Latin America. Under his direction, the company has grown into a multimedia business that includes 13 television networks, the most diverse portfolio of programming and sports events, and the operation of production facilities and offices in Argentina, Brazil, Colombia and Mexico to further localize the business offerings.
A graduate of Dartmouth College, Wolff has an A.B. degree and an M.B.A. from its Amos Tuck School of Business Administration. He serves on the boards of CTV Specialty Television, Inc. and the International Academy of Television Arts and Sciences. Wolff also serves as an advisor on the television council of FIBA, the international Basketball Federation.
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Gerardo Casanova serves as vice president and general manager for ESPN Latin America North (Mexico and Central America), joining the company in December 2005. He is based in ESPN’s Mexico City offices where he heads the Disney and ESPN Media Networks for the Latin-American North region.
Among other activities Casanova is responsible for all of ESPN’s business in Guatemala, Belize, El Salvador, Honduras, Nicaragua, Costa Rica, Panamá, Venezuela and Mexico (North Latin). Prior to joining ESPN, Casanova served as director of International Business for Grupo Televisa. In this role, he was responsible for international strategy and new business development, including the creation of Televisa Home Entertainment. Earlier in his career, Casanova held several positions with Mexico’s Ministry of Economics, including Chief Advisor to the Undersecretary of Economics, where he advised on issues relating to business, trade, and technology policy.

Casanova has a B.A. degree in Economics from the Anahuac University as well as a Doctoral in Political Economy, a Masters in Politics, Economics and Business from the Claremont University and The Peter F. Druker School of Management USA. He also has Graduate Studies in Global Finance from the London School of Economics.


MIROSLAVA MONTEMAYOR
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Miroslava Montemayor joined ESPN December 2015, serving as a reporter for NFL Live, ESPN’s NFL-related news and information program and co-hosts ESPN’s mid-afternoon show Los Capitanes. Since joining ESPN, Miroslava has worked several marquee sporting events, including the 2018 FIFA World Cup, El Abierto Mexicano de Tenis Acapulco, Los Cabos Open and the OHL Classic Mayakoba, the only PGA golf tournament outside the US and Canada. 
Miroslava started her career in sportscasting in Monterrey, where she worked for TV Azteca Noreste. There, she covered several high profile events, including the 2015 Pro Bowl and Super Bowl XLIX in Glendale, Arizona. She also covered for the Tigres de la UANL in their university stadium. 
Montemayor studied Business Administration with specialty in Industrial Engineering. Also, won Nuestra Belleza Internacional México 2013 and represented Mexico at Miss International 2013. 


SERGIO DIPP
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Sergio Dipp joined ESPN in 2013 as an anchor for the network’s flagship program, SportsCenter.  He also hosts the weekday NFL news and information show NFL Live.
One of ESPN’s most versatile voices, Dipp has served as sideline reporter for Monday Night Football telecasts in English and Spanish, ESPN’s and he has covered four Super Bowls (XLVIII, XLIX, 50, LI). Dipp is also one of ESPN’s  regular voices covering the Mexico National Football team. He’s also covered marquee soccer events for ESPN, including the 2018 FIFA World Cup.
